In his lifetime, Harry Walter Voege, an early member of the National Ski Patrol, made immeasurable contributions to the NSP as well as the individual patrols and organizations he served.  He was an honorary life member and founding father of the Garden City Ski Club, Garden City, New York. A businessman, entrepreneur, and investor by trade, Voege lived to ski.   His world revolved around skiing.  He loved skiing with a passion.  Because of his love of skiing, Harry bequeathed a substantial amount of money to the NSP, which ill allow the continuation of education programs and development and quality assurance programs in skier and rider safety awareness.  
Thank you Harry for all that you have done for the sport of skiing. May your slopes always have a little powder on them. 

Although the prerequisites for applying call for the applications to be members of the MNYSC for two seasons (either as a single member or part of a family membership), there shall be a relaxing of that prerequisite for the years 2015-2016 scholarship award as follows:

· For all award years the applicant must have a parent or grandparent who has been a member of the current and past season with no requirement that the applicant be a member.

Who is eligible to apply?

Applicant must be a current MNYSC family member or an individual member pursuing post-secondary education and have been a member the prior season as well.  Awards take into account many factors including financial need, academic achievement, extra curricular activities, community service and character.

How does the process work?

Using an objective scoring system, the Committee reviews the numbered applications and votes to determine the recipient of the award.  Unless otherwise specified, the scholarship is for one (1) year, non-renewable, and must be used in the academic year for which it is awarded.  Decisions are announced in June.

When are applications due?

The applications must be post-marked by April 15th.  Late applications will not be accepted.

Application Instructions

1. Print or type all requested information.

2. Complete all items to ensure that your application can be assessed fairly.  If you are not sure which school you will be attending, submit information for your first choice.  If you have additional questions, or if information changes after you have submitted your application, you should notify Michael Calderone by phone at (917) 217-8314 or by Email at skimikec@aol.com
3. To avoid disqualification, please review your application before submitting it to be sure that you have properly completed all items on each page and attached all necessary documentation.

4. Be sure that both applicant and parent/guardian have signed the certification statement at the bottom of page 1 of the application.  Parent/guardian signature is required for all applicants, except those who are independent and are no longer claimed as a dependent by parent(s)/guardian(s) on their Federal Income Tax.

5. Attach a copy of your transcript through the first semester of the current school year.

6. For your records, detach this cover sheet and keep it along with a copy of your completed application.

7. Submit applications in a sealed envelope to Harry Walter Voege Memorial Scholarship, c/o Metropolitan New York Ski Council, 1019 Fort Solonga Road, Suite 10 # 235, Northport, NY 11768.  Late applicants will not be accepted.  You may include a self-addressed, stamped postcard if you would like us to verify receipt of your application.   All applications must be post-marked by April 15th.  

The Harry Walter Voege Memorial Scholarship does not discriminate against applicants on the basis of race, creed, color, national origin, ancestry, sex, disability, sexual orientation, or income.  The MNYSC preserves and protects the confidentiality of all information received on the application and will release it only on a need to know basis.
FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

1. When are applications due?

Applications must be post-marked by April 15th.  Applications must be postmarked or dropped off on or before the due date.  You may mail your application to:

2. What happens if an application is late?
Late applications are not accepted.  We encourage you to send in your application as soon as it is completed.
3. How is my privacy protected?
We take applicant’s privacy seriously.  Upon receipt, each application is checked for completeness and assigned a number by the chairperson of the Application Review Committee.  The first page, containing identifying information, is then removed to preserve confidentiality.  The subcommittee then begins to review the numbered applications.

4. Who can apply?
Applicant must be a current MNYSC family member or an individual member pursuing post-secondary education and have been a member the prior season as well.

5. What is the basis for awarding scholarships?

The MNYSC takes into account academic achievement, extra curricular activities, community services, character and financial need.
6. Is there a limit on the number or amount of scholarships you will award to one family?

No.  There is no maximum for the number of family members who can receive a scholarship or the amount awarded to any particular student or family.

7. Can I reapply?

Yes.  You may apply for a scholarship each year throughout your college/school career.

8. If I receive a scholarship am I guaranteed to receive one the following year?

No, you must reapply each year.  Keep in mind our applicant pool changes from year to year as does the amount of funds available.  You may receive an award as a graduating high school senior, not receive one as a college freshman, but then receive an award again as a sophomore or junior.

9. What if my college/school changes?

Notify Michael Calderone by phone at (917) 217-8314 if you change your school choice.  If your scholarship has already been paid, your school may return the award to the MNYSC.  If this happens, we can send the award to your new school if the change occurs within the same school year and you complete the MNYSC form for payment.
